1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

There were no public comments.
2. APOLOGIES.

Apologies were received from Cllr Vander Weyer. 

3. MINUTES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed.  Cllr Buffoni asked that they be amended to reflect the £5,000 RMT funding.
4. LIMES PLAY AREA.
The Councillors visited the site prior to the meeting.  There was a suggestion that either play equipment or semi mature trees be put in front of the garage.  The option of planting semi-matured trees was the preferred option although they would need adequate guarding to protect them.  Nets have been ordered for the goal posts at a cost of £250.00 fitted.  The Clerk will speak to NYMNPA Tree expert about cast iron guards for the trees.
5. MEETINGS.

6. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.

a) Meals on Wheels The  Feathers Hotel are going to bill the Town Council directly 50p per person.  The MAG Rally has donated £750.

b) The Chairman is not available for the October meeting.  The meeting has been rescheduled for Tuesday 28th October.

c) The 24 hour licence for the YHA has been withdrawn.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

a) The Monument lights need weeding.  Acorn lighting are doing their bi-annual  inspection after which a  report will be submitted to NYCC who will then provide a quote for the electricity.

The light in Elmslac Road.  NYCC are sending someone to cut down the old street light and temporarily connect up the new light.  This will provide lighting until NEDL have finished their industrial action.
b) Can-Do Project – Wall. The Clerk met with the ranger from NYMNPA who has suggested a small digger be used to remove the silt so that the wall can be repaired.  The cost should be around £1500.  We can also apply to the ‘Improve Your Village’ grant scheme.  This will need to be done by March to secure the Can-Do money.  If there is any stone left in the quarry, Lord Feversham has said it can be used to repair the wall.

c) Clerk to investigate if we can have some of the grant money for the three trees in the play area. 
d) The Civic Service will be held on the 23/09/08 at Staxton.

e) The Annual Report draft is ready.  It will be  going out with the Helmsley Recreation questionnaire?

iii) Cllrs Barker and Claridge attended the meeting held with North York Moors and Historical Society to discuss the John Collier collection. NYMNPA were very enthusiastic. Cllrs Barker and Claridge have made a list of people who may be able to identify some of the people in the pictures.  A three week slot has also been booked at the Arts Centre for an exhibition next year.
7. DESIGN STATEMENT .

The Design Team have been invited to attend the next planning meeting which they have accepted.
8. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

Professor Constable is designing a questionnaire which will hopefully be distributed with the Annual Report.  An architect is now drawing up provisional designs.  The only contentious issue may be whether or not to include a sports hall.  A number of assumptions have been made, namely that the play area may be moved and that we try to accommodate the wishes of the community.
