Minutes
There was a discussion with Nick Wilson from the Surgery about a Pharmacy in Helmsley.  He also outlined additional plans for an outreach hospice centre attached to the surgery.  All councillors welcomed Dr Wilson and his plans for the future.

1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

There were no public comments.
2. APOLOGIES.

Apologies were received from Cllr Silk.
3. MINUTES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.

4. PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT.
A general discussion took place on the merits of the various pieces of play equipment in the brochures.  Cllr Claridge raised a concern over the possible noise pollution that could be caused by the metal mesh nets.  Clerk to explore the possibility of using fishing nets or similar alternative strong netting.
5. MEETINGS.

1) The 5 Towns Meeting was cancelled until 03/09/08.  The 5 Towns are trying to get Janet Waggott to attend.  The following meeting will be on 04/11/08 – Cllr Vander Weyer has been asked to speak about the Design Statement.
2) The Western Forum meeting will be on 6th August 2008 at Danby and will be attended by Cllrs Thompson and Claridge.
6. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.

The Chairman and Clerk went to the market stalls meeting.  It was pointed out that the market days are not advertised.  Helmsley stall holders still seem to be happy with everything.

The meeting with Guy Brudinell and Julian Pilling went well.  They probably now have a better idea of what the council do and why they do it.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

It was agreed that the Clerk will attend the SLCC Cemetery training which will take place in November if the cost can be shared with Ampleforth.

NYCC street lighting can provide power at ½ the cost of Npower.  The Clerk is sending details to NYCC so that a full quote can be provided.

Light on Emslac Road – this is in hand.  Clerk is waiting for a number from the Highways Agency so that the light can then be connected.

The garage in the Limes play area has been mended.

7. DESIGN STATEMENT .

There has been no further progress on the design statement although it has been approved by the planner – they would like to meet with the design group at some stage.
8. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

Cllr Buffoni gave an update on the progress of the charity.  Cllr Buffoni is not intending to ask the Council to sign the contract as there are a number of issues still to be resolved,  however he has received confirmation of the matched funding and all clubs are now signed up to the new proposals.  By the end of this process, the result will be a full business plan.  Funding has been confirmed from NYCC (£10k) It was agreed that the Council willsupport the committees proposals for fund raising and business plan and pledged to cover the £5,000 match funding, if required.
Cllr Claridge thanked  Cllr Buffoni for all his efforts on this project.  This was supported by all councillors.
