1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

2. APOLOGIES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.

4. JOHN COLLIER COLLECTION.

It was suggested that perhaps copies of the photographs could be sold to help cover the costs and Councillor Buffoni also suggested that perhaps the Town Hall would be able to make a contribution giving a 50-50 split between HTC and the Town Hall.  It was also suggested that Jen and Paul Harris be thanked by the Town for all their hard work.
