1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

6. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.

a) The Chairman had been asked about moving the dog bin.
b) PC Ray Thwaites has been asking about the CCTV.  Cllr Buffoni will raise the issue officially at the next CAP meeting.

c) There has been an election of a new Chief Executive for York Hospital.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

a) There will be a Western Forum meeting at 5pm 6th August at Danby including a tour of the Castle and a buffet will be provided.  Cllr Thompson might be available.  Clerk to confirm that 2 Cllrs will attend.

b) An invitation has been received to attend Yorkshire Day at Redcar and Cleveland BC – no Cllrs available to attend.  Cllr Thompson to respond.

c) RDC have received a complaint about the bin on Cleveland Way and would like HTC to replace it as the lid is broken.  Cllr Claridge will speak to Mrs Warton and Cllr Vander Weyer suggested we have a scheme to improve this area at some point.

iii) Design team.
The document has been updated slightly and has been submitted to the National Parks planning department for them to take it through to the next stage.  Cllr Vander Weyer has been asked to put together a document that shows how the consultation process was undertaken.  Cllr Vander Weyer will email the consultation document to the Cllrs.
iv)  Minutes of The Five Towns meeting  held on May 8th 2008  have been circulated.
v) Cllr Buffoni was unable to attend the transport meeting held June 3rd at Kirkbymoorside.

8. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

On the 29/5 the Fund Raising Committee met with Fred Manning who then went to London to try to obtain funding.  .

Cllr Buffoni is producing a template for a community questionnaire and the decorating has started.  The toilets are also being repaired.The date of the next meeting is 22/7.

Cllr Buffoni asked that Fred Manning work freelance for the Town with the support of the Town Council rather than through Community Matters.  This was agreed by all .

 A wood burning boiler has been installed at the swimming pool but no one had been informed. Cllr Buffoni felt that there was a misunderstanding.  The burner has been provided free for 3 years and the fuel costs have been cut by 75%.  We need to confirm details of the agreement and need to confirm to the pool that this action was not undertaken correctly.  Clerk to ask for clarification of the committee structure.
9. PLAY EQUIPMENT.
Cllr Buffoni reported that at the Ryedale School CAP meeting, the children had complained that the pitch was in a poor condition and that the goal was inadequate.  Clerk to investigate cost of net in existing goals.
10. CORRESPONDENCE.
The local GP’s are petitioning residents to have a chemists at the doctors surgery and not in the Town.  If the doctors surgery could be modified to have a self contained pharmacy with a qualified pharmacist open 5 ½ days per week, this would be ideal.  Clerk to reply to Dr Hollowood explaining that the Town has always supported every application that has come through.
