1. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN.

Cllr Brian Thompson was elected unanimously for a second year.
2.  DECLARATION OF OFFICE.


Cllr Brian Thompson signed the acceptance of office and Code of Conduct.
3. ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN.
Cllr Jane barker was elected unanimously for a second year of office.
      4. ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE AND CODE OF CONDUCT .

The Councillors signed the Code of Conduct.
5. APOLOGIES.

There were no apologies for absence. 
6. MINUTES.

The minutes of last meeting were amended to read that the Swimming Pool boiler  is not beyond repair.
      7. MEETINGS.

        8. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.

Peter Teasdale is willing to donate the wood burner provided HTC buy the pellets from him.  The state of the boiler is a concern but will need to be addressed by the Trustees when long term possibilities will be looked at.
Cllr Thompson has spoken to Danny Beckwith who has offered to dig a trench and provide pipe work to the Sports Field at cost with a view to the pipe being connected up by Yorkshire Water.  This could alleviate the problem of water shortages.  Cllr Thompson to investigate further.

The Chairman thanked Cllr Barker for standing in for him during the previous week’s absence.

ii) Clerk’s Report.
The Parish Liaison Meeting will be held on 2oth May 7pm at Ryedale House the Chairman will attend.

St Catherine’s Hospice – due to the huge success of last years event, St Catherine’s have asked if they can come again on 3rd December.  They would also like to supply 1000 small lights if we would like them.

Caretaker Scheme – an appointment has been made to meet the people at the park.  The meeting will be along with Ampleforth and Thornton Le Dale.

Funding Meeting – the paperwork has been received from Yorkshire Forward to apply for funding from the EU.  As the Social Club is trying to raise money, the paperwork was passed to Cllr Buffoni.

Safer Neighbourhood – Tim Hutchinson is the new Inspector. 

          9. DESIGN STATEMENT.
Cllr Vander Weyer   proposed that the Town Council should formally adopt the document so that it can be handed over to North York Moors, Ryedale District Council, and North York County Council for their agreement .  There is the intention to put stronger references to the transport plan and the Master Plan in the document before this happens.  Cllr Buffoni mentioned the importance of maintaining the Towns compactness and that we should also mention that the area missed on the map is available.  Cllr Vander Weyer responded by saying that he could certainly strengthen the document although Val Dilcock has suggested not making the document too specific.  We should also be encouraging use of public transport although this is difficult when it is so bad.  It was also stated that the town council would not like to see lots of yellow lines used in Helmsley.  Cllr Vander Weyer said that the suggestion was to use different colour/texture materials etc instead of yellow lines.

With reference to the re-siting of bus-stops, could there also be a record of the town councils disagreement with a bus shelter in the market place.

Subject to the suggestions made, Cllr Vander Weyer will present this document to Val Dilcock for NYMNPA to look at first. The councillor formally adopted the Design Statement.
10. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

The first general committee meeting has taken place.  A fund raising committee meeting has also taken place and they are currently walking through points 1-8 of the plan.
Cllr Buffoni has met with Val Dilcock who seems keen to support the scheme for a new Community facility provided that there is a good architect,  there is a  need to remember that it is  public money.

Cllr Buffoni has requested that the trustees give him a letter which supports the £10k matched funding.  Clerk has the full details.  Cllr Buffoni would like to use Community Matters again.  This should cost around £5k shared between each of the clubs.

The first meeting of the bar committee is being held next week.

Cllr Buffoni will be arranging visits to similar establishments over the coming months.

The toilet needs a new cistern – after a brief discussion it was agreed that this should be replaced. 

11. HELMSLEY MASTER PLAN.
Cllr Lord Feversham declared an interest and left the room.
A general discussion took place. It was agreed that as much industrial land as possible should be preserve.  Any development should be gradual.  It was also questioned as to why they are not looking at all the sites. 
12. HELMSLEY AND KIRKBYMOORSIDE SERVICE CENTRE TRANSPORTION STRATEGY.

Cllr Barker reported that there was strong support for the cycle path.  Everyone from Helmsley opposed the bus shelter outside Barclays Bank.  It was agreed that as a council, we should support the cycle path.

13. LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN.


The questionnaire was passed to Cllr Vander Weyer for completion.

14. TREE NOTIFICATION.

No objection was made to the proposed removal of 4 cypress conifers at the rear of 35, Church Street, Helmsley.  
15. SAFER RYEDALE REPRESENTATIVE.

It was agreed to vote for  Cllr Rennie as the representative.
16. CHILDRENS PLAY.
i)Cllr Silk (as he is CRB checked) will liaise if and when a Play Ranger session will be held in Helmsley.
ii) NYCC want comments about what would improve young peoples lives.  After a general discussion it was agreed that they would benefit from some sort of evening drop in centre in the heart of the town.  We would also like NYCC to help with funding for  the new sports and social club.  Clerk to respond.
