1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

Apologies were received from Cllr Claridge, Cllr Silk and Cllr Wander Veyer.

3. MINUTES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.

4. WINTER GRITTING.

Phil Long, RDC Commercial Services manager discussed the problems of gritting the footpaths with the Town Council. Cllr Thompson gave him photographs of the main areas of complaint and the Town Council has agreed to prioritise the areas that need to be done first.

5. CEMETERY.

The Charity Commission has agreed to set up a scheme whereby the trusteeship of the cemetery hands over to the Town on 01.01.09. The Town Council insurers have confirmed  that the cemetery will automatically be covered.  Cllr Buffoni asked to see a copy of the new trust document.

A general discussion took place as to what would be involved in the trusteeship and which elements the Charity Commission had changed.  Cllr Buffoni will clarify the position and report back to the Council members.

The Council will work on the assumption that the new document fully fulfils our requirements. 
6. REPORTS.

i)Chairman’s Report.

a)  A letter has been received from St Catherine's Hospice thanking them for support.

b)  A letter has been received from Andy Wilson at the National Park requesting a meeting to discuss various items mentioned in the newsletter.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

a)  RDC is now paying the subscription for the Action for Market Towns.

b)   There will be a planning meeting on Monday 5th January at 12pm.

c) Some very positive comments have been received on the annual report.

iii) The John Collier photographs  were viewed and discussed at the National Parks office on Thursday December 27th at 6pm.  This was a very successful evening with an excellent turn out.  There was lots of feedback from the National Park and many offers for additional photographs.  There were also lots of stories and information.

iv) Helmsley Recreation and Community Sports meeting was held on December 11th at the Sports Club at 7.30pm.  Cllr Buffoni thanked everyone for their support at the Race Night.  Over £2300 was raised.

v) The Liaison meeting held at Ryedale House on Monday 8th December 2008.  This was an extremely good meeting.  The charter has been sent to 66 parishes and 33 have been signed.  The caretaker scheme was discussed – RDC will see how the trial goes with NYMNPA and Helmsley Town.  Someone from NYCC will attend every liaison meeting from now on.

vi) The CAP meeting was held in Helmsley Town Hall on Tuesday December 9th.  This meeting was held in conjunction with the Neighbourhood Watch meeting.  The main areas of crime are Ampleforth (car) and Helmsley (violence) but is all attributable to one family.

There was a discussion on the results of the Focus Group meeting held at Ryedale District Council on December 1st 2008 attended by Councillors J Buffoni, M Vander Weyer and the Clerk.  Cllrs were given a map and were asked where they would like to see housing/industry etc.  There is a lack of unity between NYMNPA and RDC.  The Department of the Environment still has large areas of Helmsley down as high risk flood areas which needs to be reclassified.
