1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

3. MINUTES.

4. JOHN COLLIER PHOTOGRAPHS.

5. REPORTS.

To receive reports from the following meetings for information only.

i) Chairman’s Report.

There is a muck heap at the top of Ashdale Road which is giving offence to the neighbours.

The 30 mph sign and litter Bin on Carlton Rd have been knocked down.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

The Annual Parish meeting will be held on April 21st and the Chief Executive from Ryedale District Council has agreed to speak.

A new street light column is being put on Elmslac Rd. The payment for grass verges is to be cut by 25%.

iii) The YLCA meeting held on 19th February at Ryedale House was attended by Clare Slater the new policy manager for Ryedale District Council. She is working towards having the Charter adopted by all the Parishes and better working with the officers.
iv) Cap meeting held on 5th February.

J Buffoni reported that the CCTV initiative is not to be under police control. It would be run by the Town Council and R Thwaites. The intension of the Commander is to put more police on the ground.

v) Five Town Council’s meeting held on February 6th.
The problem of parking in the towns had been discussed along with services that the Towns may take over from RDC.

vi) Transport meeting held at Kirkbymoorside on January 29th.The meeting had discussed the issue of a bus shelter in Helmsley  and the new provider of the Moors Bus.
6. DESIGN STATEMENT.
1.  RDC is not providing stalls for the traders anymore. The suggestion that the Town Council may want to take over the Market Stalls was discussed but dismissed for the present. Ryedale has agreed to give the Town Hall two stalls for Charity events.
2. The Draft Design Statement is being revised at the moment with help and advice from the Planning Officers. The final text will be ready by April and will then be sent for consultation.

7. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

There is now an action Plan for future development of the facility. On the recommendation of Community Matters the officers will hold office for 5 years initially. There is now a draft constitution set up with the help of Community Matters, and a new set of rules. The AGM will be held in March.
8. CORRESPONDENCE.

 The following letters were discussed.
i) A letter of complaint about the position of the Dog Bin, Glove Dispenser, litter Bin and seat at the top of Sawmill Lane and request for them to be removed was discussed. The residents will be asked to suggest an alternative position.
ii) A letter asking for the something to be done about the footpath at Swanland Road was discussed and as this had been looked at last year it was decided that the Town Council are unable to do anything about this. NYCC  Highways will be informed.
