5. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.


a) The shed in the cemetery had been broken into. 

b) There had been a Britain in Bloom meeting.  The decaying street signs were mentioned as was the unattractive sign outside the Fruit Boutique. The  Clerk and  Chairman agreed to do an audit.

c) The amount of dog fouling in Castlegate and Riccall Drive has received complaints.  Clerk agreed to put an article in the newsletter to let people know that they can get free gloves in the library.

ii)Clerk’s Report
.a) An RMT grant of £20k had been applied for the street lighting which will be match funded by the Town Council to replace £40k worth of street lighting in the town. 
c) Mike Young had written with a quote for tree work in the church yard.  The cost would be be approximately £800.00 which will be covered by a legacy left to the Church.
d) £175 has been received from RDC towards to Christmas lights. After some complaints about the tree, Cllr Duncombe agreed to chose the tree for next year. Cllr Val Arnold said she has received lots of compliments about the Christmas decorations.
iii) The CAP Meeting.  Cllr Buffoni thanked all those Councillors who were available to attend.  He reported that there was nothing that could be done to stop the tide of change that was taking place within the Police Force. The police promised to investigate possibilities for a police office nearer the centre of Helmsley and Insp. Hutchinson gave a commitment that the existing police station would not be closed till an alternative had been found
6. DEVELOPMENT SITES.

A general discussion took place following last month’s presentation by Wharfdale Homes.  It was agreed that the Clerk would send a letter stating the Town Councils position. The Council are in favour of some development on the land on the north east of the town but not the large one proposed.
