6. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report.

a) Cllr’s Buffoni and Thompson met with Helen Taylor to discuss policing in Helmsley.  A report will follow after the next CAP meeting.

b) A letter has been received from St Catherine’s Hospice – they actually raised £152,000 from their appeal.

ii) Clerk’s Report.

a) The lights are causing a problem as NEDL have not been able to get a cherry picker along the lane.  Clerk to establish access permission from the landowner.

b) A letter has been received regarding the Youth Bus – at present there are no more details.

c) Emails have been received from Lynn Mansfield – they have been going through the photographs and have all been catalogued.  The photos are now going to be put onto disk and have offered a £1000 if the disks can include the notebook that Cllr Vander Weyer has. There is there a question mark over copyright?

d) The dog bin and glove dispenser have been installed in Sawmill Lane
e) A letter has been received from Mrs Rabjohn about the trees.  The surveyor is sending his recommendations through.  Once these are received, the Clerk will discuss with Mike Young.

iii) Design team.
