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HELMSLEY TOWN COUNCIL

Monthly meeting in the Meeting Room in the Town Hall on Monday 30th March 2009 at 6.30pm.

MINUTES

Prior to the meeting, a minute silence was observed in honour of Cllr Lord Feversham who sadly passed away.

Present:-  Cllr Thompson (Chair), Cllr Buffoni, Cllr Claridge, Cllr Silk, Cllr Barker, Cllr Vander Weyer, Dinah Farley (Clerk), Karen Hayward (Assistant Clerk), Dcllr Val Arnold.

1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

Robin asked if the branches near the cemetery could be trimmed back.  Also, in respect of the Design Statement, would the authors be named in the final version.  Cllr Vander Weyer replied that they could be included if it were needed but as the report was under the remit of the Town Council, it wasn’t really necessary.

2. APOLOGIES.

There were no apologies for absence.

3. MINUTES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.

4. JOHN COLLIER COLLECTION.

A discussion was held on the application for a Can Do grant and the outcomes of the meetings held on March 16th and March 26th.  Cllr Silk apologised for not having been able to attend.  The representation boards, scanner and voice recorders have been provided by the Can Do project and it was agreed that the Archaeological Society could borrow them when they wanted in recognition of all the contribution.  Cllr Buffoni spoke to the librarian who was happy to have the photos on display, perhaps on a rolling screen presentation. Cllr Barker has several volunteers who would be interested in taking the voice recorders round to members of the community for additional historical input.  From the 21.7.09 to 7.8.09 there will be an exhibition at the Arts Centre.  NYMNPA are giving a donation of £500 under the Can Do scheme.

5. REPORTS.

To receive reports from the following meetings for information only.

i) Chairman’s Report – there have been complaints from residents about the blood donor service moving to Kirkbymoorside or Thirsk.  The Chairman contacted the National Blood Service and then spoke to the Headmaster of the primary school.  The school have offered to make space available if they have plenty of notice and the school holidays were avoided.  It was also pointed out that within approximately 12 months the new sports and social club facility would be available.  Clerk to write to Zoe Miller at Leeds.

ii) Clerk’s Report – the Clerk has received an email from someone who would like to record all the memorials in the cemetery.  After a brief discussion it was agreed by the Town Council.  Clerk to respond and request a copy once it is completed.  Also, the Highways Agency has been in contact regarding the BNP stall.  They have requested that if the BNP appear again, the Town contacts the Highways Agency to advise. 

iii) Cap meeting held on Tuesday 10th March – it was a busy meeting and combined the CAP and Neighbourhood Watch.  Helmsley met all the new Police Charter criteria although since the meeting there has been an increase in crime.  Cllr Buffoni advised that Helmsley is still one of the safest places to live.

iv) Can Do meeting held on Monday 16th March – discussed at point 4.

v) NYMNPA Planning Training – this was a very interesting meeting.  NYMNPA are finding the new legislation difficult to deal with and it is now very onerous. 

6. DESIGN STATEMENT.

A discussion was held on the progress being made by the Design Statement.  Cllr Vander Weyer advised that they are waiting for the District Council who has sent it through to NYMNPA.  There is no word as yet from the District Council.  George Hawkins has offered to chase this up. The Clerk will check with Val Dilcock to see how she is getting on and a meeting will be convened once all the responses are back.

7. WELL BEING TRAINING.

A short discussion took place on the training attended by the Clerk  at Easingwold on Thursday 26th March to decide if the Town Council will apply for the Power of Well Being which gives the Council power to spend money on things they haven’t been able to spend on before. There will be training on 14th May which will be 2 hours and will start at 7pm.  Training will be provided by Sheila Spence of YLCA and include Ampleforth and Pickering
8. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

Cllr Buffoni showed details of the new social club front and rear elevation which need to be amended as the south east elevation does not provide access to the changing rooms and has no balcony.  There is a family fun day on 4th May at the playing field.
