1. PUBLIC COMMENTS.

2. APOLOGIES.

Apologies were received from County Councillor Val Arnold and District Councillor Steve Arnold.
3. MINUTES.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed and signed.

4. MEETINGS.

i)The proposed agenda for the 5 Towns meeting was accepted.  The Clerk will arrange for a projector to be available for Cllr Vander Weyer's presentation.  Cllr Buffoni will arrange for photocopies of the design statement to be made.

5. REPORTS.

i) Chairman’s Report. - The Chairman had nothing to report this month.

ii)Clerk’s Report.

Clerk handed out a report which included a request from the National Park who has asked if we could give Jen Harrison some expenses for the work she has done on the John Collier photographs ( paper, ink etc).  There will also be a review of the photos at the National Park offices on 27/11/08 at 6pm.  Helmsley residents will be going along to try to put some names to faces.

iii) YLCA meeting held at Ryedale House, Malton on Thursday 21st October.  The clerk handed out a leaflet highlighting the items discussed at the meeting which included waste management, charter with the parishes, devolved services and quality councils.  The 2009 meeting will be held on 17/02, 09/06 and 14/10.

6. YORKSHIRE FORWARD STRATEGY DOCUMENT.

Louise Lunn from RDC Economic Development Unit came to the meeting to outline the NYGP – a new concept from Yorkshire Forward which covers 6 main areas; York & Science, Enterprise and Innovation, People and Skills, Rural Outdoor Adventure, Scarborough and Harrogate, Craven & the Lowlands.  Yorkshire Forward still need to get everything signed off – RDC are aiming to get the draft documents through by the end of December.  Any funding from this is separate to the Councils capital budget.  Louise also advised that the swimming pool may be eligible for 106 funding but the management committee would need to provide costings etc.  She recommended that Cllr Buffoni speak to Jill Thompson @ RDC for more details.  A newsletter will be coming out from Yorkshire Forward – Louise will arrange for a copy to be sent to the Town Council.  Cllr Vander Weyer highlighted that the design statement  business plan which only looked at one small area.  There was a need to evaluate the needs of the Town as a whole.  The Clerk will send a copy of the design statement to Louise.

7. HELMSLEY RECREATION CHARITY.

In brief, a bid has been submitted which may generate funding of £0.5m.  The bid ticks a lot of boxes and is being supported by a number of interested parties.  Once through this stage, it will need to be ratified by the full Council.  Cllr Buffoni has also received a letter of support from Cllr Val Arnold.  We also need to get all the clubs and the people of Helmsley involved in fund raising now.  There is a race night to raise funds on 12/12 at 7.30pm.
