5. CEMETERY.

Clerk to order a new register and Cllr Buffoni will have a new plan drawn up once the new register has been purchased.  Cllr Thompson will act as second point of contact if the Clerk is absent.  It was agreed that grass cutting should be put out to tender to see how it goes for this year.

ii) Clerk’s Report.
